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Bird W atching  
Chhanda Bewtra  

Birding (v); watching, studying, identifying birds in the wild |  Birder (n); one who birds.  

I have been an avid birdwatcher (birder) for past ten years. Like many of you out there, I 

had no clue about birds, had no interest in them and was completely unfamiliar with 

anything avian. How I got into it is another story but once in, I have been hooked for life. 

It has been said that bird watching is the fastest growing hobby amongst the Americans. No 

wonder, we are aƭƭ ƎŜǘǘƛƴƎ ƻƭŘ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ ƴƻƴ ǎǘǊŜƴǳƻǳǎΣ Ψƭƻǿ ƛƳǇŀŎǘΩ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎ ƭƛƪŜ άōƛǊŘƛƴƎέ 

which pulls us outdoors in contact with mother nature, appeals to most of us. 

Why watch birds? Many have asked me this question. The answer is at once obvious and elusive. 

Everyone likes birds. We are naturally attracted to them and want to know more about them. They are 

colorful, intelligent, have a sweet voice and the envious ability to just fly away whenever and wherever 

ǘƘŜȅ ǇƭŜŀǎŜΦ 5ƻƴΩǘ ǿŜ ŀƭƭ ǿƛǎƘ ǿŜ ŎƻǳƭŘ Řƻ ǘƘŜ ǎŀƳŜΚ  ²Ŝ ŀdmire their grace, in air or water. We envy 

their keen sights, from miles above in the sky. We wonder at their unerring navigational abilities. The 

mystery of all of this fascinates us. There are thousands of different species and their variants and 

identifying one quickly and correctly, from a distance, or in a fleeting glance, can be extremely 

challenging. The expertise and the logical method (not unlike the mental algorithm involved in 

diagnosing a disease from a set signs and symptoms) appeal to us birders. Birding is unique as it involves 

very little expense (just a few paraphenalia) and can be enjoyed by young and old, in daytime or 

nightime, alone or in groups, in cities or in wilderness, at any time of the year and in any corner of the 

world. Last, but not the least, watching the habitats, conservations, diets and behavior of the birds 

inevitably involves studying the surrounding flora and fauna, including the insects, small and large 

animals, flowers, fruits, the nesting trees, grasslands, the local climate, as well as the overall 

environment. All birders are naturalists and environmentalists at heart. 

Although bird watching has long been a popular pastime in the western world, it was not so in India. The 

earliest records belong to British naturalists during the Raj. After independence, for many decades, only 

one name was noted in the bird watching world of India. That was Dr. Salim Ali. He was the father of 

Indian ornithology (study of birds). It is only in the last decade that more experts have joined the field, 

resulting in more books, publications, conservation efforts and websites. 

In the United States, there are hundreds of bird watching societies, groups, clubs and   organizations. 

The premier is the National Audubon Society with many branches in every state and city contributing to 

many educational and conservation efforts. Also notable is the department of ornithology at Cornell 

University, which is involved in many research activities involving birds. Both have numerous websites 

and links for interested readers.  

All birders need two items. A pair of sturdy, medium range binocular (not too powerful, nor too heavy),

spotting scope, tripod stand, and camera equipment, depending upon individual, taste, interest and 

budget.  

It is often said that we birders are strange nerdy people. We are rather strange. We roam aimlessly in 

remote, lonely places (that is where birds live), climb over split rail fences and barbed wires, trespass in 

private properties, all to follow an errant bird. But we are mostly considered harmless and are tolerated 

with amused smiles. Birders can be quite obsessive. Many of us will traipse to the end of the world to 

catch a glimpse of some rare bird of paradise, or stand in freezing rain for hours to add one more new 

ōƛǊŘ ǘƻ ƘŜǊ ΨƭƛŦŜ ƭƛǎǘΩΦ 

Oh yes. The List! We must not forget the list. The life list of all birds seen is a sacred document for all 

serious birders where he or she religiously documents every new bird. One must be very meticulous as 

ǿŜƭƭ ŀǎ ǘǊǳǘƘŦǳƭ ƛƴ ƻƴŜΩǎ ŎƻǳƴǘΦ !ŦǘŜǊ ŀƭƭΣ ŎƘŜŀǘƛƴƎ ƛƴ ŎƻǳƴǘƛƴƎ ƻƴƭȅ ŎƘŜŀǘǎ ƻƴŜΩǎ ƻǿƴ ǎŜƭŦΦ So we are all 

painfully honest and document only the new birds we personally have seen and recognized. This of 

course means not counting the birds seen in the zoo and aviaries. And however desperate you may be, 

you must not count any edible ones like KFC or the Thanksgiving turkey! 

Birds are everywhere. I have whiled away many a boring hour in strange airports and bus stops looking 

at the local birds. But there are some special sites that attract seasonal and migratory birds.  The birds of 

the Old World (Asia, Africa, Europe) are generally different from those seen in the Americas and 

Australia. In the New World (North and South Americas), the birds mostly migrate from cold temperate 

zones to the warmer tropics in the winter and go reverse in the summer. In the North America, the 

eastern and the western halves of the continent have different birds, while the Midwest shares the 

overlap zones. Most birds here migrate from the cold arctic to the warmer south in fall and winter and 

return to the arctic in spring and summer. So spring and fall are the two best seasons for bird watching 

when you can catch many more birds en route. But there are many resident birds that stay in their 

places whole year long, ignoring seasonal changes and tolerating all adverse weather. These are the 

birds most commonly seen in the city parks and suburban backyards. Winter is a good time to see them 

as they are not hidden by the foliage and are easy to attract by offering food and water, as these are 

scarce in winter. Early morning is the best time for seeing the birds. 

Finding birds is easy in India. In any season, anywhere in the countryside, city parks or suburban 

backyards, there are birds. Some famous sanctuaries are Keoladeo (Bharatpur) bird sanctuary in north 

LƴŘƛŀΣ Ƨǳǎǘ ŀ ŘŀȅΩǎ drive south from Delhi, and Periar sanctuary in Kerala, in the south. Any part of the 

Himalayan foothills is great in the winter as the migrant birds gather. In the United States, some great 

spots are Sanibel Island, Florida, Cape May in New Jersey, and Central Park in New York City (yes Truly!), 

gulf coast in Texas, Louisiana, along Platte river in Nebraska, southeast Arizona, all along the coast lines 

in California and many more places described in great details in many websites. 

In and near Omaha area a few good sites are Fontenelle Forest Nature Center in Bellevue, 

(http://www.fontenelleforest.org/). Many activities and hikes are conducted to introduce local species. 

They also have a bird club that hold regular trips, meetings and publishes a journal called (what else?)

world famous sand hill crane migration in spring, you have to go along I-80 west. Between the exits of 

Grand Island and Kearney, anywhere along the Platte River, any exits or even roadside stops will show 

you thousands of cranes in the fields every year during March. Birders from all over the world come to 

see this spectacular sight. (http://www.ngpc.state.ne.us/wildlife/guides/migration/sandhill.asp)  A 

similar collection takes place in the fall, Oct-Nov, when the snow geese migrate south along the Missouri 

river. A really nice place to visit them is De Soto Bend Park, near Blair, Ne. 

(http://www.stateparks.com/desoto_washington.html) Wherever you may go for bird watching, there 

are certain rules and etiquettes to follow.  The most important rule of course is not to harm the birds. 

One must not approach a nest or young birds too close or try to feed or handle birds in the wild. Many 

purists frown on excessive use of flash photos and birdcalls as they may unduly excite or stress the birds. 

By now, I hope some of you are interested in checking out your own backyards for some of these winged 

critters. Here is a very short list of about a dozen common birds that live year round in our cities and 

suburbs and are easy to attract to the backyard feeders. 

HOUSE SPARROWτeveryone is familiar with this bird. Originally from the Old World, it now inhabits the 

entire globe. Small, grey brown chirping bird, female duller than the male. Ground feeder, likes millet 

and other seeds. Many other species of sparrows exist, mostly in the forests and countryside.  

STARLINGτA brown-black bird, 2-3x size of a sparrow. Similar to the Indian mynah. Appear more 

speckled in winter. Seen in great swarms in cities and suburbs. Mostly eats insects. 

PIGEON (Rock Dove)τcommon sight in all urban buildings and plazas. Mostly grey blue color, but can be 

white, brown or mixed. Ground feeder of seeds. 

GRACKLEτSlim, all dark, slightly larger than a starling, with a long tail and a strident metallic call. Very 

aggressive bird, usually drives other birds away from feeders. Eats seeds and insects. Different species of 

grackles and blackbirds are found.  

CHICADEEτsmall, rounded, sparrow ǎƛȊŜŘΣ ōƭŀŎƪ ǿƘƛǘŜ ōƛǊŘ ǿƛǘƘ ŀ ŘƛǎǘƛƴŎǘ Ŏŀƭƭ ΨŎƘƛŎ-a-dee-dee-ŘŜŜΩΦ 

Very active, easily attracted to seed feeders in the gardens. 

HOUSE FINCHτsimilar to sparrow in size and shape. More grey with red/pink color on head and chest. 

Females are less bright. Seedeater. 

GOLD FINCHτsmaller than house finch, bright yellow colored bird with black on wings and head. Loves 

black niger seeds. Females less bright. In winter colors are dull but noticeably brightens in spring and 

summer. 

DOWNYτsmallest of all American woodpeckers. Size slightly bigger than a sparrow. Black and white 

barred back with a bright red head patch on the male. Loves suet, peanut butter. 
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BLUE JAYτLarge, pigeon sized, blue white, beautiful bird with long tail and crested head. Very 

aggressive bird with a loud nasal call. Loves whole peanuts and often buries them for future 

consumption. Western states have other species of jays. 

CARDINALτa beautiful, bright red (male) bird with black stout beak and crested head. Female drab olive 

grey color. Often seen in pairs. Seedeater. Young birds are speckled. Has a sweet call. 

MOURNING DOVEτsimilar to pigeons but with longer tail and muddy brown color. Has a distinct 

mournful cry (hence the name). Ground feeder like pigeons. Summer visitor in northern states but year 

round in the south. Different species of doves and pigeons are seen in different states. 

ROBINτdifferent from Indian and European counterparts. Size similar to starlings and mynas. Has an 

erect posture and strutting gait as it strides across the lawn. Bright orange/rust color on breast. 

Young ones are more speckled. Mostly eats insects. Often the first visitor in spring in the northern parts 

of the country. 

I hope this brief write up has interested some of you in getting to know our winged friends in more 

detail. It is a worthwhile and thoroughly pleasurable pursuit that you will enjoy for many years.
